A look back in time

Summing up the history of
Inglewood — Calgary’s first
downtown —is no small feat
but community association
president, Gian-Carlo Carra
was able to help.

The community was founded
around 1875 soon after Fort
Calgary and rumours of the
CP Rail (CPR) coming through
Calgary got everyone excit-
ed. European settlers of
Inglewood began splitting
up the land as residential lots
preparing to be nearby the
proposed first train station in
their community.

CPR saw the lack of free land
for them to use and decided

to jump across the river to
make Calgary’s first CPR sta-
tion where the Calgary Tow-
er resides instead. People
and businesses followed,
leaving Inglewood momen-
tarily abandoned.
Inglewood managed to cre-
ate an urban community
mixed with wealthy compa-
ny owners and investors to
blue collar workers, each liv-
ing and working in the same
area as one another.
This was the beginning of
what Inglewood is today:
Eclectic and unique.

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Inglewood community asso-
ciation president, Gian-Carlo
Carra says there was quite
the debate about Ingle-
wood’s future housing since
it is a heritage community.
The big question: What ex-
amples should be considered
the ones to maintain and re-
peat since the community
has authentic heritage hous-
es dating back to 1875?
Carra says the community
association defined Heritage
for Inglewood to be those
that respect the mixed-use,
human-scale community ur-
banism; have front doors on-
to the street; similar scale to
existing homes; and create a
nice transition between the
public realm of the street
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Century-old homes are found in Inglewood where many
residents attempt to retain the original facades.

Calgary's oldest
neighbourhood,
Inglewood, is fast becom-
ing one of the trendiest
areas in the city.

"We've got some really
neat things in Inglewood,"
says Arts on Atlantic Gallery
owner Stephen Murphy.
"We have the Calgary Zoo.
We have the Calgary Bird
Sanctuary. We have the fish
hatchery."

And a whole lot more.

Inglewood is known for
it's great nightlife, a vibrant
music scene, one-of-a-kind
shops and award-winning
restaurants. An eclectic mix
of businesses make wander-
ing the shopping district an
interesting and adventur-
ous afternoon experience.

wood Bird Sanctuary at the
end of 9th Ave., where visi-
tors can see up to 270
species of birds. "I really
think the Bird Sanctuary is
a fabulous place,"” Murphy
said.

Part of Inglewood's
charm is its history. An-
tique storefronts and hous-
es dot the community and
faded paint advertises on
sides of buildings.

"T have to say, I like the

historical aspects,” Murphy
said.

“Part of the reason I chose
this location for the gallery
is that it has character, the
old tin roof, the radiators in
the front and the high ceil-
ings."

But, if you’re dropping by
for a day — just down the
street from  Murphy's
gallery are unique shops
and galleries you won't find
anywhere else in the city.

To the west is Recordland
and it’s hundreds of vintage
vinyl albums.

To the east is Choklat,
with it's handmade, super
chocolate  truffles and
Knifewear, where owner
Kevin Kent specializes in
hand-forged Japanese
knives.

Most businesses in the
community are owner-oper-
ated businesses.

“We're so focused on pro-
viding good customer expe-
rience," Murphy said.

* Deane House — constructed
in 1906; operated by the Fort
Calgary Preservation Society.
Open for lunch and weekend
brunch. Outdoor patio look-
ing onto the Elbow River open
seasonally.
® Crown Surplus — at 10th
Ave. & 11th Street, third gener-
ation business: Standard and
hard to find military wear. Col-
lects food and money for vet-
erans each year. Check out the

three house dogs.

 Delightful Donuts — corner
of 1201 9th Ave. SE, name is
circa 1960 as is the decor: No
donuts, but the best Viet-

namese subs in town. Also
has western food.

¢ Bite Groceteria — across
from Delightful Donuts: Fab
selection of food items,
cheese, dried goods. Serves
sandwiches daily and

has small four-seat espresso
bar.  Eclectic assortment of
goods.

* Tea Trader (second level
above Robinsons Camera) —
Huge selection of tea; operat-
ing since 1993. Great grandfa-
ther of the owner Ted Jones
owned a tea emporium in

Wales.

* Ironwood — now in the old
Garry Theatre: Live music ven-
ue.

* Marshall Drugs — third gen-
eration business: First and
second generation pharma-
cists both work at the store
presently. Recently demol-
ished the original building
and constructed a new build-
ing, which will also house Ri-
va, the Eco store in the near fu-
ture.

* Spolumbos — Three former
football  players  opened
Spolumbos after they retired
from football 18 years ago.
Best sausages on the market.
Friendly staff. Always packed.
© Oliviers Chocolates — One

of Calgary’s first candy shops.
Their chocolate factory is at a
different location — Ingle-
wood is their retail outlet.
Great candy and chocolates,
especially at Christmas, Easter
and Valentines Day.

* Eat Eat — Great homemade
food. Always busy. Breakfast
is special.

* Savor Fine Foods — Great lit-
tle store carrying unusual
kitchen items and food prod-
ucts.

* Village Cantina — They have
an outdoor patio and deck;
great food and ambiance.

¢ Inglewood Pool — Second
oldest pool in Calgary. Tucked
away next to the old Brewery
near 9th Ave. & 15th Street SE.
